Abstract. The relevance of the study of academic integrity (as well as its antipode — academic
dishonesty) is determined by the current situation, when the academic culture turned into an academic
anti-culture, that had a negative affect on the entire Ukrainian society. We regard academic integrity as
a multifaceted conglomerate of diverse academic practices, the most significant part of which are the
ordinary educational practices, in particular, the learning of lecture material, preparation for seminars
and workshops. The purpose of the article is to analyze the manifestations of integrity / dishonesty in
basic educational practices of Ukrainian students. The empirical basis for the analysis is the data of a
mass sociological survey of students and professors in Ukrainian universities (dataset of 1928 students
and 374 professors), as well as the results of the focus groups with students of higher educational
institutions (8 focus groups in different regions of Ukraine).

The main result of the study is discovering the correlation between the frequency of manifestation
of academic dishonesty and the dominant motivation for being in high school. Academic
dishonesty is more often observed among students who are not motivated to get professional
knowledge, but study at the University for other reasons. As the results of the study demonstrate,
only 33% of the interviewed students are motivated to obtain professional knowledge, 41% of
respondents found it difficult to explain the reason why they attend University, and 26% say that
they attend University because of factors that are not related to the educational activity (the desire
to get a diploma, obtain scholarship, and etc.).

Healthy academic culture is a factor of the successful development of the society. It finds its
expression in the written and unwritten rules, which are recognized by the academic community,
and due to the wide range of phenomena that govern and determine the life of academic
institutions on the basis of formed traditions, conventions and customs.

Formation of the healthy academic culture in accordance with world standards is a long and
complex process. The first step in this direction is the recognition of the problems, their open
discussion, discontinuing the practice of complicit silence surrounding the unpleasant
phenomena.

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RELATIONAL PARADIGM
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Abstract. The article provides an overview of the research conducted by Italian scientists in the
framework of the society relational theory. This theory was put forward at the end of the last
century by an Italian philosopher and sociologist Pierpaolo Donati (b. 1946), and since the early
1980s up to the present time, it has been actively developed in the writings of both Donati, who is
the author of over 600 publications, and other prominent scientists. Particular attention in their
work is paid to family issues and family relationships. Family relations are looked upon as a
unique and irreplaceable source of social capital, the basis of all other social relations. This
review provides information on the major research centers, associated with the name of Donati, as
well as provides some information about a number of scientists who developed his theory in the
sphere of family relations studies and in the priority directions of their activity. It also deals with
a detailed large-scale study of various aspects of the Italian family life, conducted in five macro
regions of Italy in 2011-2012.

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Abstract. Throughout the 20" century until today, Serbian society has been faced with the
consequences of the lack of the development policy that would create a context of equal
conditions for stronger economic, social and cultural development of different regions of the
Republic of Serbia. Some of the effects of such a development policy at the beginning of the 21%
century are strong migration processes that «drain» the young working population, particularly
from the eastern borderlands, from the country. Migrations «associated» with decades of low
birth rates trend lead to the quiet disappearance of the population in border municipalities such as
Kladovo and the culture they are holding.

The paper highlights the importance of creating a development policy that would rehabilitate the
consequences of decades of regional disparities in the development of Serbia. The creators of the
so-called contemporary Serbian society, if they intend to offer sustainable strategies, in addition
to economic, social, cultural, ecological and other discourse, must include the demographic one.
Each of these discourses has its important role in the overall development of the society.
However, the unfavorable demographic structure can stop it.

The paper used the analytical-descriptive method.

Introduction

The movement and the development of a
population are influenced by the following factors:
(a) natural movement and population renewal i.e.
natural growth, and (b) migrations (immigrations and
emigrations). Term migration means the spatial
mobility of the population. Migration (lat. migratio)
relates to movement, trek. Traditionally, the term
referred to the emigration, and today to long-term
work and stay in the countries more developed than
the country of origin of migrants. United Nations
consider migrations as the forms of spatial mobility
between two geographical locations, as a permanent
change of residence, while in the local professional
and scientific literature, migration indicates any
change of residence, regardless of the duration and
distance. It is believed that every act of free
migration is the result of individual decisions that
form two large groups of factors: (1) pull factors
which include better employment opportunities, the
possibility of gaining higher wages, benefits provided
by the environment and living conditions, the lure of
new or different activities etc. (2) push factors which
include declining of natural resources or their prices,
job loss, repressive discriminatory treatment,
alienation from the community, etc. [1].

Migration movements occur due to the
geographical imbalances in the distribution of natural
resources, physical and human capital, institutions,
traditions and cultural conditions which cause an
uneven pace of economic development; the
movement of people is also encouraged by the
movement of capital and services, or their
concentration in a certain area [2]. Migrations may
vary based on different criteria: according to the
criterion of state borders we differ external and
internal migration; according to the criterion of time
we differ final and temporary migration; according to
the cause we differ economic and non-economic
migrations; according to the willingness we differ
voluntary and involuntary migration, etc.

About external migration we can speak from
different perspectives; however, here we will mention
two with positive connotations: (a) the perspective of
migrants themselves who benefit in social and
economic terms - earn more, their quality of life has
improved; (b) the perspective of the country of origin

of migrants - migrants bring foreign currency
remittances and reduce unemployment, and to make
these effects long-term, government activity in pre-
migration, migration and post-migration phase is
essential [3].

Migration has a huge impact on the
demographic, social and economic structure of the
country of origin of migrants: migrants are leaving
their jobs, property, state (are in need of permanent
abandonment of the country of origin), and
consciously develop a life strategy with a better
perspective by investing their own resources, and
using the provided business opportunities they
enhance their material position. The realization of a
personal dream of migrants, from the standpoint of
the country of origin of migrants, signifies a loss of
human resources, the creative potential of newly
created values, taxes ... Countries of origin of
migrants, such as Serbia, which, in large waves in
recent history since the seventies of the last century,
has been abandoned by large groups of young, fertile,
economically active population, go through different
stages of demographic transition. Its outcomes are
depopulation, lower birth rates, aging of the
population. These negative demographic processes
cause a series of negative economic effects and
reduce the capacity of the total society to «conquer»
the civilizationally reached quality of life.

Decades-long uneven economic development as
a result of asymmetric development policy of the
Serbian society that provided Belgrade and
municipalities in the north of the country with a
stronger economic growth has led to the overall
social and economic backwardness of border
municipalities in the southeast and east. Borderland
eastern and southeastern Serbia municipalities are not
recognized as potentials in post-development
strategies: existing development resources are
destroyed (agricultural, industrial, tourist) and, at the
same time, there has been no new investment —
Borderlands have become synonymous with the
periphery. Periphery that is becoming poorer, and
with the outflow of the population. Economically
stronger centers attract the active working population
from the eastern border municipalities such as
Kladovo (so called Klju¢ region). Despite the policy
of European and other developed countries towards
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migrants, and especially asylum seekers, which is
oriented towards programs for readmission due to the
attitude of the local population, the rise in
xenophobia, changes in the labor market — the
population that migrates from Klju¢ region has
developed a special «immigration policy». With the
first wave of migrants, after the initial phase of their
integration into the labor market, the dependent
mobility of their relatives and partners has led to the
expansion of migrant families i.e. to the reunification
of families. The second and third generation of
migrants, born and brought up in the new socio-
cultural environment, often does not feel the
connection with the homeland of their parents and
ancestors. It builds its identity on the acceptance of
values and belonging to socio-cultural milieus of the
«new» homeland, thus making the return to the
country of origin almost impossible.

Migration processes, associated with a variety of
other demographic processes, lead to the
disappearance of Kladovo population: the names of
settlements in which lonely houses await their owners
foreign workers stretch along the Danube coast. The
houses are large and made of expensive material,
luxurious, however without people.

Method

The subject of this paper is to study migration
and demographic structure of the population in the
eastern municipality border of the Republic of Serbia,
Kladovo.

The aim of the research is to determine (a)
whether there are migratory movements of Kladovo
population, (b) the basic characteristics of the
demographic structure of the population in the
eastern border municipality of Kladovo.

The tasks of the research are: (1) To determine
the presence and the main characteristics of migration
processes in the municipality of Kladovo, (2) to
provide an insight into the statistics that follows the
changes in the number of the total population, their
distribution by settlements and numerical relationship
among different age groups of the population.

Main hypothesis: A large percentage of the
population in the municipality of Kladovo
participates in the so-called external migration flows,
crosses the border in search of «a better lifex.

Specific hypothesis: In the municipality of
Kladovo, the total population is dominated by aging
population.

The paper used the analysis of secondary
structure (data obtained by regular censuses,
reference literature dealing with migrations and
demographic structure), as well as a descriptive
method.

Trifunovic V. S. Migration processes and demographic structure
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Migration processes in the municipality of
Kladovo

The municipality of Kladovo is the «last pointy
in the east towards Romania. This border area or
«peripheral system laid to the border» [4] is a
separate  physical-geographical and functional
territorial integrity, which has a specific economic,
cultural but also strategic importance. The border
region of the municipality of Kladovo is located in
Bor District, consisting of 23 settlements and 6
villages, of which 18 settlements are located along
the coast of the Danube. These are the following
settlements: Brza Palanka, Vajuga, Velesnica, Velika
Vrbica, Velika Kamenica, Grabovica, Davidovac,
Kladovo, Kladusnica, Korbovo, Kastel, Kupusiste,
Ljubi¢evac, Mala Vrbica, Manastirica, Milutinovac,
Novi Sip, Petrovo Selo, Podvrska, Reka, Recica,
Rtkovo, Tekija. Kladovo is a town, Brza Palanka and
Tekija have some characteristics of a small town, and
other cities have the characteristics of rural
settlements.

From Serbia to the world, one could also go
from Kladovo pier, and Kladovo can be reached from
other parts of Serbia by different paths. There are
three main routes that connect Kladovo with Serbia
hinterland: (a) from Belgrade (260 km) through
Pozarevac and Donji Milanovac, down the Danube
by Perdap highway; (b) from Parac¢in (200 km), the
connection with highway Belgrade-Ni§, over the
mountain saddle of Cestobrodica, Zajedar and
Negotin; (c) from Nis (about 200 km), over the
mountain saddle of Tresibaba, Knjazevac, ZajeCar
and Negotin [5].

Although the border one, this area is
characterized by a high degree of ethnic
homogeneity: in the total population there are over
89,9% (17 673), of Serbs, but there are also features
of multi-ethnicity primarily due to the presence of
Vlachs (788) in the total population and in a much
lower percentage the presence of other ethnicities —
Romanians (156), Roma (36) and others. Ordinary
people living in Kladovo region live in the same way,
regardless of ethnicity: a lifestyle that is imposed by
an economically deprived area and an area struggling
with disastrous consequences of aging and
depopulation [6].

In the municipality of Kladovo there is the small
town (urban settlement) of Kladovo, which is one of
the older cities in the Danube region. According to
historical sources, the emergence of the village is
connected to the civil war camp built by the Romans
on the Danube border, called Zanes. Later, at its
foundation, the Slavs built a settlement Novi Grad,
only to have its Slovenian population suppressed by
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the construction of Turkish fortress Fetislam.
Kladovo name is mentioned for the first time in an
Austrian military document from 1596, and the oldest
written information about Kladovo includes a
description of the town that is recorded in his
travelogue by Turkish geographer and travel writer E.
Celebi [5].

Kladovo is a small town on the bank of the
Danube, which does not offer its residents great
opportunities; visitors from other areas are a sporadic
occurrence and but for the various national teams
(volleyball, athletes) that perform part of the sports
preparations here — it would be a forgotten border
town. Formerly, in the time of Yugoslavia, there was
a large shipyard, which has since the introduction of
sanctions by the United Nations at the beginning of
the nineties stagnated bringing to a halt of the
economic and social development throughout
Kladovo border area (today this industrial complex is
foreign-owned, Romanian, and is a part of the
continent Rhein Donau Yard). In the Kingdom of
Yugoslavia, to the construction of hydropower plant
«Perdap» in the socialist period of development,
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Kladovo was also known for world famous Kladovo
caviar, which was prepared according to the old
«recipe» that was brought to this area by a Russian
family fled after the October Revolution. Sturgeons
no longer spawn in coast of Kladovo, Kladovo caviar
has no longer been served in European restaurants,
hydropower plants sank old habits and customs, and
economic trends in the Serbian society in recent
decades have spilled over young economically active
population outside the borders of the municipality of
Kladovo abroad — to developed Western European
societies.

According to the census of population,
households and dwellings in the Republic of Serbia
in 2011 and preliminary first results, in the Bor
District, where Kladovo municipality is located, a
constantly present downward trend in the total
population is noticeable. In the period between the
two censuses (2002-2011) in the Bor District, there
was an absolute decline in the number of inhabitants
by 22 703 inhabitants. Kladovo municipality has also
recorded a decline in the population by 2 978
inhabitants (see Table 1).

Data obtained from the 2011 Census show that
the total number of listed persons within the territory
of the border region of Kladovo is 27 227, and the
total population is 20 635 inhabitants — 6534 people
migrated to change their place of permanent

residence (the vast majority is living and working
abroad).

A comparative population overview from 1948
to 2002 [7] shows that the number of people, taking
into account differences in methodologies of previous
censuses and the 2002 census, in the municipality of
Kladovo increased in the period after the Second
World War to the beginning of the nineties (Table 2).

According to the data in Table 2, the population
was the highest in the period between 1961 and 1981,
i.e. during the period when hydroelectric power plant
«Djerdap» was being built and when the shipyard
was at full capacity. In the period between 1991 and
2011 there was a significant decrease in the
percentage of the total population in the municipality
of Kladovo from 26,714 people who lived in Kladovo
in 1991, over 23,613 people who lived in this area in
2002, we came to a figure of 20 635 inhabitants [8]
living in the municipality of Kladovo today.

Data from the 2011 Census show, both for the
town of Kladovo and villages in the municipality of
Kladovo, that a large number of residents is affected
by external migratory movements: there is a big
difference between the total number of listed people
and the total population in these areas.

The population of 23 Kladovo settlement is
distributed as follows: (1) in the main town of
Kladovo there is a total of 9423 listed people, the
total population is 8913, with 486 people abroad; (2)
in the settlement of Brza palanka, a total number of
listed people is 1613, in this town there are 855
inhabitants with 746 people abroad; (3) in the village
of Vajuga, the total number of listed people was 639,
the total population is 422, with 214 people abroad,
(4) in the village of Velesnica, the total number of
listed people was 450, the total population is 215,
with 235 people abroad; (5) in the village of Velika
Vrbica a total number of listed people is 1248, the
total population is 836, with 412 people abroad; (6)
in the village of Velika Kamenica a total number of
listed people is 1211, the total population is 552, with
658 people abroad; (7) in the village of Grabovica,
the total number of listed people is 1460, the total
population is 709 inhabitants with 748 people abroad,;
(8) in the rural village of Davidovac, the total number
of listed people is 552, the total population is 525,
while there are 26 people living abroad; (9) in the
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village of Kladusnica, the total number of listed
people is 720, the total population is 631, with 89
people abroad; (10) in the village of Korbovo, the
total number of listed people is1065, the total
population is 735, with 330 people living abroad;
(11) in the village of Kostol, the total number of
listed people is 1101, the total population is 957, with
144 people abroad; (12) in the village of Kupuziste,
the total number of listed people is 548, in the village
there are 239 inhabitants and 309 people is living
abroad; (13) in the village of Ljubicevac, the total
number of listed people is 1006, the village has 367
inhabitants, with 639 people abroad; (14) in the
village of Mala Vrbica, the total number of listed
people is 969, the total population is 670, and 299 is
living abroad; (15) in the village of Manastirica, the
total number of listed people is 213, the total
population is 174, while 39 people is living abroad;
(16) in the village of Milutinovac, the total
population listed is 209, in the village there are 142
inhabitants, with 66 people abroad; (17) in the village
of Novi Sip, the total number of listed people is 783,
in the village there are 766 inhabitants and 17 people
is living abroad; (18) in Petrovo Selo, the total
number of listed people is 84, 80 inhabitants live in
the village, and there are no people abroad; (19) in
the village of Podvrska, the total number of listed
people is 1519, the village has 1003 inhabitants and
516 people are living abroad; (20) in the rural village
of Reka, the total number of listed people is 311, in
the village there are 189 inhabitants, with 116 people
abroad; (21) in the village of Recica, the total number
of listed people is 29, 23 inhabitants live in the
village, and 6 people live abroad; (22) in the village
of Rtkovo the total number of listed people is 1267,
in the village there are 828 inhabitants and 436
people live abroad; (23) in the settlement of Tekija,
the total number of listed people is 807, 804
inhabitants live in the village and 3 people live
abroad [9].

Villages with the greatest number of total
population (permanent residents who live in the
village) in the municipality of Kladovo are Podvrska
(1003 inhabitants) and Kostol (957 inhabitants);
villages with the lowest total number of inhabitants in
this area are Petrovo Selo (80) and Recica (23
people).

In Kladovo municipality, according to census
data (2011), there are villages that have a lower
number of the total population than the people living
abroad. These are villages: (a) Velika Kamenica — 5
=52 inhabitants in the village, 658 people abroad; (b)
Velesnica — 215 inhabitants in the village, 235
persons abroad; (¢) Grabovica — 709 inhabitants in

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the village, 748 people abroad; (d) Kupuziste — 239
inhabitants in the village, 309 people abroad; (D)
Ljubi¢evac — 367 inhabitants in the village, 639
people abroad.

Demographic processes in the municipality of
Kladovo

Data on the population by gender and age in the
Municipality of Kladovo according to the Census
(2011) show that the total population (20 635) has a
greater number of women, 10 567, whereas there are
10 068 of men. If we compare the contingent of the
population of up to 15 years of age with the
contingent of the population of over 65 years of age
in this border area, we come to the conclusion that
older people are more numerous: 5032 inhabitants are
65 years old and over; 2358 inhabitants are children
under 14 years of age. The average age in this border
area is 46,8 years: the average age of men is 45,0
years, and the average age of women is 48,5 years
[10].

Population in Kladovo region, according to the
average age, shows demographic characteristics
similar to other parts of Serbia: it entered the stage of
old demographic age (average age 40 - 43 years),
although it can be talked about the transition to the
oldest stage of demographic age (average age 43 +).
Further process of population aging, characteristic of
most developed European and world western regions,
characteristic for the second half of the 20" and
beginning of the 21° century, characterizes the east
borderlands of Serbia. Decline in the proportion of
young and increase in the proportion of old
population influences the growth of aging index.

Aging is in the entire territory of the Republic
conditioned by the tendency of secondary birthrate
declining, provided that the differences in the
performance of the process at its narrower territorial
units are owed to the differential fertility and
mortality in specific groups [11], and in the territory
of the eastern borderlands also to the strong impact of
the so-called external migrations.

The negative consequences of the so-called new
demographic mode (negative natural growth,
decades-long low fertility, population aging) have
long been present in Klju¢ region and more driven by
long-present migration waves. The problem of the
population drain of this area, however, has not alerted
the local community and the whole society to a kind
of «emergency». This problem is not spoken of, and
the ways to overcome it are not being searched for. If
it has the intent to act systematically on the change of
the current demographic situation, the state should
determine incentives, population policies in many
areas relevant to the reproduction of the population.
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Namely: measures in the system of social care of
children, measures for reconciling work and
parenting, measures to protect and employ
unemployed people, measures of health care for the
mother and child, measures in the field of social
protection, pension and disability insurance and tax
policies, measures in the field of family planning. It
seems that it is necessary to apply a differentiated
approach in details of the realization of the
population policy with regard to the diversity of the
demographic situation in the region, such as
necessary social support and constant development of
the population [12].

Conclusion

The nature of demographic processes in Serbia
leads to the conclusion that the problems of
demographic development are complex and dramatic,
and their other characteristic is that they are long
lasting. The existing model of reproduction and
migratory movements of the population is affected by
a variety of causes that come from the social,
economic and cultural context and requires serious
action by government and local government
regarding the adoption and implementation of
measures of the overall development policy.
However, in an effort to meet the preconditions for
the realization of the neoliberal projection of socio-
economic development of the Republic in which
profit is above all and above everyone — the problem
of demographic development is completely
marginalized. New political elites, just like those in
the near and distant past, do not create a development
policy that is appropriate to the seriousness of the
demographic  problem: strategic objectives in
addressing the issue of population (demographic
processes and migration) have not been set, thus the
solutions, actions and measures for their realization
are absent.

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Abstract. The results of the complex sociological research of representations and expectations of
citizens of Russia for 2050 are covered in the article. In April, 2015, under the leadership of
Zhelnina E. V., an associate professor of the Department of Sociology of Tolyatti State
University, the sociological research «Russia-2050» was conducted. The sociological tools
allowing to investigate the declared perspective were developed. 783 respondents took part in
guestioning. The received image can be the basis for formation of a long-term strategy of public
administration. The relevance of the subject is determined by a contradiction of external and
internal factors of innovative development. Today, the accurate, concrete image of Russia, even
in the near-term outlook, doesn't exist. For 2050, the respondents named economy (18 %) and
family (17 %) among the most important spheres of activity of the Russian society. More than a
half of respondents specified that population of the Russian Federation in 2050 will grow (due to
the increase of birth rate and strengthening of migration). As a result of the analysis of opinions
of the respondents of relativity of the importance of a social group for the individual, we revealed
a rather obvious tendency to individualization. An overwhelming number of respondents noted
enduring importance of the institute of family in 2050 (95,81 %). In 2050, the union of the man
and woman with two children will be considered as a usual family; the family lives separately
from relatives with sufficient material welfare; in a family, a traditional division of roles is
accepted: the breadwinner and the defender is the husband, the woman is the keeper of home; but
in a family both spouses work. The results of the research and the recommendations can be used
both at the level of the state, and at the level of municipal administration as a basis for formation
of a long-term strategy of the subsequent development, for development of specific programs and
actions of innovative development. Besides, the data obtained during implementation of the
project can be used for extension of the theory of the sociological analysis of a problem of
strategic public and municipal administration, and also as the statistical material significantly
enriching the theory of the public and municipal administration, sociology of management; for
improvement of educational programs in the field of sociology of innovatics, economic
sociology, the theory of social processes, sociology of the city and city development, sociology of
management.

INTRODUCTION. Today, the interest in a
perspective of formation of strategic development of
Russia is very high. Rapid development of researches
in this direction leads to a belief that the dispersed
separate economic, political, social, financial
examples of creation of the strategy of development
don't give a complete and objective picture. There is
a set of methodological approaches and methodical
developments. Each of them is intended for definite
scientific purposes, for example, for comparison of
strategy of development of various countries.
However the key element of any strategy is an image
of future condition of the state which would form the
application basis in practice of formation of the
innovative strategy of management in Russia, that
isn't rather developed today. Thus, in modern practice
of the public strategic administration there is a need
for carrying out a complex sociological research for
formation of an image of Russia-2050 as the
fundamentals of the state innovative policy has
ripened.

In the theory and practice of strategic
management it is claimed that the development of

strategy of the state has to begin with a definition of
the mission and vision of what it aspires to. The
Russian Federation is a large country with the
population of 146 270 033 people, including 89
territorial subjects of the Federation, 7 Federal
districts, a set of big and small settlements.
Practically each of this number of the elements
included in the structure of the state represents its
own picture of the future of Russia. Unfortunately,
today the accurate, concrete image of Russia, even in
the near-term outlook, doesn't exist. Investigating
experience of other states, we can see that
Kazakhstan has already created its own strategy. This
strategy is based on the vision of future socio-
economic indexes [3]. On the basis of this strategy
and in strict accordance with it, the medium-term and
short-term plans for achievement of the planned
results are developed. Besides, today, Russia adjusts
with various states (China, Brazaliya, Venezuela)
long-term partnership. It is important to construct it
on the strong base which has to be a cornerstone
strategy of a stable, sustainable development of the
partner states. “China-Russia 2050” can serve as an
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example: “The Strategy of co-development”. There is
a realistic plan of cooperation of two large states till
2050, but there is no vision of the condition of the
Russian state in this prospect.

The subject of formation of a social image is
rather widespread perspective of applied sociological
researches today. It is important to notice that the
concepts «sociological portrait» and «social portraity»
has been actively used in domestic sociology from
the second half of the 20th century. The development
of sociological portraits of representatives of various
social communities and groups was considered
popular and perspective. It is possible to give «a
social portrait of the Soviet worker» as an example.
Today, researchers quite often are engaged in
drawing up sociological portraits. In modern
scientific publications, it is possible to find and
analyze them rather easily:

e a «sociological portrait of the average
Americany» (F. Golov, L. Gudkov, B. Dubin);

e a «sociological portrait of studentsy (T.
Suyarkov);

e a «sociological portrait of the youth of
Russia» (M.K. Gorshkov, F.E. Sheregi);

e a «social and economic portrait of the
Republic of Khakassia» (L.l. Serbay).

All similar portraits represent some sociological
description. This data is obtained in the course of
various sociological researches. They exclude
creation of detection of any regularities. The
category «sociological portraity is widely used in
the sociological discourse. However it is quite
indistinct, differently defined within each separate
research. Therefore, first of all, it is necessary to
give an accurate definition of the concept
«sociological portraity and to develop a
methodology of drawing up sociological portraits of
various social objects in general and regions in
particular. A great job over this problem was done
by the staff of the Institute of philosophy of the
Russian Academy of Sciences within the
«Sociocultural Evolution of Russia and its Regions»
Program. This collective has developed the most
complete definition and interpretation of the concept
«sociological portrait». So, the sociological portrait
is «the complete description of social essence of an
object (social group, a community, the organization
and so forth) including the system characteristic of
all components making it, and also social processes
and the relations, with it connected» [2].

The process of creation of a sociological portrait
of any social object (whether it be a certain social
group, the territory, the city, the region or the state)

needs to be accompanied with observance of several
basic principles. It is necessary to include
preservation of balance between integrity of the
created portrait, its uniqueness and the requirement of
its universality which is dictated by its practical
importance for the public.

One should note that today the researches
devoted to a problem of formation of a social portrait
are carried out mainly in economic and demographic
aspects. The emphasis is placed on demographic and
statistical data, financial performance, the increase of
the level of competitiveness. There is a lack of the
sociological analysis of this problem from a position
of complex research. A similar research would allow
to unite economic, political, social, demographic,
cultural and spiritual aspects. The state is not only a
political institute, but also, as A.A. Meshkov fairly
notes, «a complex sociocultural process and a social
and psychological phenomenony.

MAIN PART. Having analyzed the works in
the studied area, once again we will emphasize the
lack of sociological researches of a problem of
strategy-making in the Russian state from a position
of vision of prospects by its citizens. The complex
sociological analysis of an image of Russia-2050 will
allow to reveal the expectations, fears, confidence
and intention of citizens concerning distant prospect
of development of Russia.

The main objective of the article is formation of
the present-day image of Russia-2050 on the basis of
the data of a complex sociological research. The
measurement of the factors connected with the
assessment of social and economic conditions for
formation of priorities of future development and
effective achievement of goals is of great importance
for innovative strategic management. A huge number
of various factors, their identification, the objective
and reliable assessment, in our opinion, is necessary
to exert an impact on the state.

The relevance of the problem consists in the
need of the development of the sphere of the applied
sociological knowledge intended for improvement of
the practice of social innovative public administration
on the basis of a complex study of social reality.

Materials and methods. In April, 2015, under
the leadership of E.V.Zhelnina, an associate
professor of the Department of Sociology of Tolyatti
State University the sociological research «RusSia-
2050» was conducted. 783 respondents have taken
part in the questioning. The calculated reliability
indicators (99%) and selection errors (+5%) allow to
consider the selection representative, and the received
results valid. The research was carried out according
to the following methodological principles:
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1) the system principle; it has allowed to
consider the object of research as a complete object
having the internal and external relations,
components;

2) the principle of objectivity; it assumes the
support of the facts and consideration of the social
phenomenon which is interesting for us from a
position of objective regularities;

3) the principle of determinism; it is realized in
studying the declared problem taking into account its
causal conditionality by the previous social processes
proceeding in the country; among them it is possible
to note the Soviet heritage (both its positive side, and
negative aspects), the crisis of economy at the end of
the 20th century, the economic recessions of the
2000s, etc.;

4) the principle of development; it has allowed
to consider a problem in the course of its change, the
emergence and permission of internal contradictions;

5) the principle of objectivity; it is based on
studying exclusively social facts (but not their
interpretations by other scientists and researchers)
and the accounting of all sets of facts defining the
studied perspective;

6) the principle of information security of the
research; the scientific work relies on a reliable
statistical base (Federal State Statistics Service,
Samarastat), for synthesis of the obtained primary
sociological information the professional program of
statistical information processing SPSS-2.0 was used,;

Results and  Discussions. So, before
representation of results, it is necessary to determine
the structure of respondents. The ratio of men and
women: 46% and 54%. It corresponds to the
statistical data on Tolyatti. As for the financial
position, | will pay attention to a great volume of a
middle-class (about 84%). It is a buffer between rich
and poor representatives of the Russian community.
For 2050, from the most important spheres of activity
of the Russian society, the respondents have
distinguished the following:

. Economics (18%).

. Family (17%).

. Human and citizen right (12%).
. Education (12%).

. Foreign policy (11%).

. Domestic policy (10%).

. Ecology (9%).

. Social values (9%).

. Religion (8%).

Naturally, it is impossible to allocate any sphere
categorically. In this case, we will gain defective
development, it is essential warped. All spheres are
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important for the state. Here the rating of their
importance is shown.

The question of the future population of Russia
in 2050 has been asked one of the first. More than a
half of respondents have specified that it would grow
(with various share of intensity) — (raise) 47% and
13% (grow considerably). The respondents have
selected the reasons which will promote the growth
of population of the country in 2050: equally the
increase of birth rate and strengthening of migration
(36% and 38% respectively). But, running a little
forward, | will tell that the answers of the
respondents to the subsequent questions don't allow
to count on the birth rate increase fully. Therefore,
proceeding from the cumulative result, it is possible
to count only on migration in case the state doesn't
concentrate the efforts on population policy.

From the analysis of the respondents’ answers to
the question «What Place for the Russian in 2050 will
be taken by group or collective?» we have revealed a
rather obvious tendency to individualization.

It is important to tell that the overwhelming
number of respondents have noted the importance of
the institute of family for 2050 (95,81%). An
exclusive importance of the family is shown in spite
of the fact that the tendency to individualization,
separation of the individual from collective was
shown. A bigger number of respondents (88%) have
supported full families — a father, a mother, 1-2
children. Both childless couples and families with
one parent were mentioned as incomplete families.
Besides, there the answers in which it was said about
what is considered to be a real family now and in
2050. So, summing up the result, one may say, that in
2050, the union of the man and woman with two
children will be considered as a usual family. The
family will live separately from relatives in sufficient
material welfare. In a family, a traditional division of
roles is accepted: the bread-winner and the defender
is the husband, the woman is the keeper of home. But
in the family both spouses work.

To the question about the number of children in
the family we have received the following results.
The arithmetic average makes 2,08. For improvement
of demographic indicators, it is necessary to realize
these coefficient in 2,19. In other words, it is 3
children per family. The average value was 2
children. Thus, it is possible, at least, in case of
stability of population of Russia in 2050.

It was interesting to learn what the situation with
higher education in Russia in 2050 will be. The
average indicator of representation of workers with
higher education will make 58%. This is slightly
more than a half of workers. In principle, it is quite a
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good indicator. There is no tendency to latent need of
obtaining a diploma for getting work.

The respondents called more than 100
professions which, in their opinion, will be
prestigious in 2050. We have united them in groups
(depending on extent of the decrease of popularity):
1. Engineer. 2. Doctor. 3. Programmer. 4. Teacher.
5. Lawyer. 6. Economist. 7. Manager. 8. Ecologist.
9. Scientist. 10. Builder.

The following will be important for the Russian
in 2050 (depending on extent of the decrease of
popularity): 1. Family. 2. Prosperity. 3. Work.
4. Personal growth. 5. Money. 6. Health.
7. Education. 8. World peace. 9. Stability. 10. Rights
and freedoms of the citizen.

Among fears which will disturb the citizens of
Russia in 2050, according to the obtained data, |
would name the following (depending on extent of
the decrease of popularity): 1. Ecology. 2. Income.
3. Unemployment. 4. Foreign policy. 5. Health.
6. Economy. 7. External aggression. 8. Domestic
policy. 9. Inflation. 10. Housing economy.

Among the spheres which will make the
Russians happy in 2050 are the following (depending
on extent of the decrease of popularity): 1. Good
income. 2. Progress. 3. Family. 4. Children. 5. Social
policy. 6. Industry of leisure. 7. Patriotism.
8. Personal success. 9. Internal political stability.

The scientific importance of the project consists
in the development of an interdisciplinary approach
to such spheres of sociological knowledge as the
sociology of management, sociology of public sector
and the theory of the public and municipal
administration. The research expands the prospect of
studying the process of the state strategy from a
position of phenomenological and behaviour
approaches. The research deepens the study of the
process of elaboration of a long-term strategy of
public administration. The results give an idea of the
opinion of citizens of the state of the future of their
country (a distant prospect — 2050), will allow to
correct the federal, regional and municipal policy for
the purpose of optimization of programs of
development of innovative processes in society and
the state.

CONCLUSIONS. The received results of
research can be used:

1) at the level of the state, municipal and
regional authority when developing federal, regional
and city programs of strategic development;

2) for expansion of the prospect of the
sociological analysis of the problem of a strategy in
the region and the modern Russian society in general;

3) as the statistical material significantly
enriching the sociology of innovation and the theory
and practice of the public and municipal
administration;

4) for improvement of educational programs,
training courses and methodical grants in the field of
the theory and practice of the public and municipal
administration, sociology of innovation, economic
sociology, the theory of social processes, sociology
of the city and city development, sociology of
management;

5) the materials of researches can find
application in the cultural and educational work with
the youth; in preparation of student's scientific works.

The term innovation, firmly ensconced in the
academic community, is often viewed from the
perspective of economic, technological or managerial
approaches. So, it is treated as something new,
designed to increase the profitability of the
enterprise, to reduce the cost or improve the
manufacturing process, to ensure competent
management of innovation. However, in our opinion,
they are excluded from the analysis of a very
important aspect in the studying, implementation,
management and evaluation of innovation, namely,
man as a consumer and user of innovation.

It is good that today there are works that address
the problem of man in the context of innovation: the
attitude to innovation, evaluation of innovations,
innovative human capital, commitment to innovation
[2; 4; 5; 8; 9]. However, it should be noted that not
enough attention is paid to the phenomenon of
habitulization of innovation (HI). The relevance of
the work is explained by following. First, the success
of innovation both in manufacturing and in the whole
society will be real not only due to the
reasonableness, timeliness innovation itself, but also
to the willingness and openness of the employee, or
the general population. In the event of unavailability
or unwillingness of subjects’ innovation, it can be
taken by root with a great difficulty or be boycotted.
Secondly, the lack of theoretical and methodological
framework, a clear conceptual apparatus complicates
a deep and comprehensive analysis of the problem. It
does not provide a correct prediction and formulation
of recommendations to create an environment for
innovation. These factors dictate the need for
conceptualizing the concept of HI.

OF IDENTITY OF ORTHODOX BELIEVERS

Abstract. The paper describes how various communication practices affect the identity building
process in the church discourse. We understand the church discourse as a discourse which the
Russian Orthodox Church as a religious institution recreates and controls. The results are based
on a series of interviews with priests, conducted in Tambov and Sverdlovsk regions. The
discourse analysis (M. Foucault, E. Laclau and Ch. Mouffe) is the main methodological
framework of the research. The discourse subject is formed through communication practices
and at the same time expresses identity through them. As the results proved, communication
practices in the church discourse can be vertical and horizontal. Vertical communication is
constituted through the asymmetry of roles between the priesthood and the congregation.
Horizontal communication practices is a series of interactions of parish members. Vertical and
horizontal communication practices are important for the interpretation of religious values,
introducing changes in performing discursive roles and following regulations.
