Firefighters are forced to live in objectively dangerous for their
health and life conditions (situations) when carrying out their activities, while ensuring
safety through knowledge, skills and compliance with the rules. At the same time,
subjective danger, the impact of which can extend beyond the scope of professional
activity, is rarely considered as something serious, entailing mental and physical health
disorders. The purpose is to determine the compliance with the criteria and the level of
psychological safety of employees of fire-rescue units (hereinafter — FRU) of the Ministry
of Emergency Situations of Russia, to determine the differences in groups with different
length of service in the system of the Ministry of Emergency Situations. The sample was
made up of employees of the Russian Ministry of Emergency Situations who serve in the
city of Yekaterinburg, Sverdlovsk region, a total of 66 respondents aged 19 to 48 years
(M = 29.91 years, SD = 8,253).
